Huon Pine Lagarostrobus franklinii   - a valuable timber

Huon pine is valued by woodworkers because of its close annual rings and its ease of working. It is easy to sell products made of this timber because of the mystique that is attached to the timber. However, supply is very limited and this is a draw-back. The dust from the timber irritates the mucus membrane. It is difficult to glue and finish. The surfaces are excessively soft and the edges are easily damaged

Huon pine should not be used for food containers as its essential oil affects the flavour of food and drink. 

· Bungs of Huon pine will spoil casks of wine.
· Huon pine chips used for smoking hams rendered them inedible.

· Gouda cheese, which has been kept in a Huon pine cheese dish, is   indistinguishable from Kraft Coon after a time.
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
