Brachychiton rupestris have been known to poison cattle when felled and the pith of the trunk has been available for drought feeding. The nitrate accumulate in this material has proved toxic.

Acacia georginae is highly poisonous to stock as it contains fluoroacetate (the poison 1080). Most of the toxin is found (in descending order) in the seeds, pods, fresh shoots and older leaves. The amount of toxin produced varies from tree to tree.

Gastrolobium grandiflorum and Acacia georginae also contain fluoroacetate which is the toxic component of 1080 poison.

It has been recorded that dogs eating pigeons (Common Bronzewing) that have eaten wattle seed containing fluoroacetate go mad, biting anyone in sight before dying in convulsions. Western grey kangaroos are unaffected by fluoracetates.
