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1. On your left is Corymbia ficifolia óDwarf      

Orangeô, a small tree, with dark green foliage, 

pink buds, brilliant orange, fluffy blooms and very 

attractive gumnuts (photo above). This grafted 

gum, originally bred from the southern West     

Australian flowering gum, Corymbia ficifolia, is one 

of the most spectacular when in full flower. 

2. High on your left is Cordyline obtecta with 
heads of green leaves on long thin trunks and 

sprays of lily-like flowers in bud (photo next page 
top left). This plant is endemic to Norfolk Island 
and was first described by Graham in 1827. On 
Norfolk Island there are believed to be only about 
800 mature individuals and thus the species has 
been listed as vulnerable. 

12. High on your right is Grevillea albiflora,  or 
White Spider Flower, a large sweet-smelling bush 

with long needle-like foliage and white brushes 
with prominent styles which develops smooth,   
velvety, furred pinkish-beige fruits (photo below 
left). This plant is native to the drier inland parts of 
Australia and can be found in two distinct regions, 
one near Uluru and the other near the Queensland/
New South Wales border near Bourke.  

13. On your left is Anigozanthos flavidus in rusty 
orange-red shades (photo above right). All       

Kangaroo Paws are native to Western Australia 
and the flowers are bird pollinated. 

14.  Angus Stewartôs óLandscape Lineô is bred from 
Anigozanthos flavidus or Tall Kangaroo Paw and 

comes in many colours This plant is A. 
óLandscape Orangeô, with bright orange-yellow 
blooms much beloved by spinebills (photo below 
left).. .  

15. On your left is Muehlenbeckia axillaris     
forming a wiry mat of tiny rounded leaves with 

masses of small yellow-green flowers with pink 
centres (photo above right).  This plant is native to 
New Zealand, as well as Tasmania, New South 
Wales and Victoria.  
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Today we will walk from the Visitor Centre, 
across the bridge, past the caf® and turn left 

up the hill to the Rock Garden 



3.  Cross the bridge and skirt past the caf® to 
see on your left Banksia integrifolia, a small 

tree with oblong, green, silver-backed leaves 
and greenish cones (photo above right). This 
banksia, commonly known as the Coast   
Banksia, is native to the eastern coast of Aus-
tralia from Victoria to Queensland. 

4. On your right is Grevillea óPeaches and 
Creamô with deeply divided attractive green 

leaves and large flower heads of pink and 
cream (photo above). This hybrid was          
developed in Queensland by Jan Glazebrook 
and Dennis Cox and patented in 2006. 
 

5. Also on your right is Alyogyne óAussie   
Purpleô, a hybrid between Alyogyne             

huegelii  and A. hakeifolia, with bright  purple 
flowers over a long period (photo above). 

6. Low on your right is Scaevola humilis 
óSitting Prettyô, with a spreading habit, green 

leaves and pink fan flowers, bred by Peter 
Abell (photo below). 

7. Still on your right is Grevillea óBloodlineô, a 
new Grevillea bred at  Bywong Nursery by  

Peter Ollerenshaw, a similarly long-flowering 
variety to Grevillea óLady Oô, but with a slightly 
arching habit (photo below).  

8. On your left is Crowea óLittle Rockstarô, a 
compact form of Crowea, reaching only 60-

80cm high, from a seedling variant growing at 
the ANBG (photo below). This plant has many 
pink star flowers. 

9. Turn left up the hill, then enter the Rock    
Garden to see on your right Grevillea  

óPoorinda Royal Mantleô, a fast-growing and 
vigorous sprawling groundcover with bright red 
toothbrush flowers, a beacon for both birds and 
bees (photo below). This plant can cover large 
areas very quickly. 

10.  Also on your right is Chrysocephalum  
apiculatum  with grey-green foliage and bright 

gold button flower heads (photo below). This 
plant is a perennial herb which is found in all 
states and territories in Australia in a wide range 
of environments.  

11. On your left is Calostemma purpureum, or 
Garland Lily, with clusters of pink bells on thin 

stems (photo below). This plant is well-known in 
the Riverina district, and is native more widely in 
western New South Wales, northwestern Victoria 
and South Australia.
