first trees in the Gardens by the then Prime

Minister Ben Chifley.
" PLANTED BY THE RT J.B.GHIFLEY MP

AUSTRALIA During a visit by an international delegation
il of foresters on 12 September 1949, Prime
Minister Chifley and Sir Edward Salisbury,
the Director of Kew Gardens, planted a
eucalypt and an oak tree to officially mark
the beginning of the Gardens.

THE FIRST TRE

f A newspaper article at the time, incorrectly
' attributed the planting of the eucalypt to
Chifley and the original plague reflects this
view. However, as seen in the above photo,
Chifley planted the non-native oak which
was later removed from the Gardens and
has since died.

The eucalypt survives to this day (inside the
main gate) flanked by a new, accurate
plague created in the 1980s.
